A magyar flora egyik kiilonlegessége a bennsziilott, Magyarorszagon kiviil
masutt nem €16 berkenyefajok nagy szdma. A legrégebben ismert koziiliik a
budai berkenye, amely kizardolag a Dunazug-hegységben fordul eld.

A novényt felfedezdje, Borbas Vince eldszor a lisztes berkenye (Sorbus aria)
formajanak, késObb valtozatanak tekintette, majd végiil 6nallo fajként értékelte.
A mellékelt foton egy Pilis hegységi példany lathato.

The Buda rowan (Sorbus semiincisa)

The large number of rowans endemic to Hungary is a peculiarity of the
Hungarian flora. The first such endemics discovered was the Buda rowan, the
area of which is restricted to the Dunazug Mts next to Budapest. The species’
discoverer, Vince Borbas first considered his plant as a forma, later as a variety
of the Whitebeam (Sorbus aria). Finally he treated it as a separate species. The
related photo was made in the Pilis Mts.
